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CONFERENCE REPORT

Chang Jung Christian University was honored to host the 2009 Management Conference of the Association of Christian Universities and Colleges in Asia (ACUCA), which addressed the theme of “Service Learning and International Cooperation.” A total of 94 participants, representing 39 institutions and 7 countries, attended this year’s conference, which took place October 28-30, 2009.
